In fact, eupkem and linguistic
taboos represent a wealth vocabulary of Algeriadedis and, henceforth, they provide a fertile &milresearchers in
dialectology and sociolinguistics, although not mwcholarly ink has been spilled on by Algerianeistgators in this
field of research. To these ends, we have reliethany research instruments including a questioaraid an interview.
Thus, the outcomes of this study show that the gréages of both taboos and euphemistic usage amty regual,
although statistical analysis of the questionngegreeals that the respondent’s attitudes towardsosiare highly positive.
The results also show that Algerian people try istuss taboo topics in single sex groups dependmtheir age and
gender. Lastly, these research findings prove $kat has remained as the most tabooed topic, whelesth is also

handled with care in Algerian society.
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
