MS-Exwgram was used
for categorization of data and for performing sstittal computations such as the Total Scores, M8tamdard Deviation,
and score percentage for each item were computedh&r, the Gross Total Scores, Mean, Standard &#n, and Score
Percentage for each domain of the training programese also computed. Major findings of the investan were most
of the phases of the election process showed radtomproblems for the female polling personnels;ept during the
actual polling day. The primary problem faced bgrthwas connected to the physical arrangement opaling station
which had included decoration of the stations.tA# measures for improving the polling process wetend to be very
imperative and so sufficient efforts must be madeansider and include those measures in a futlgetion process
where female staffs are to be deployed.
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
