The city of Ujjain arose as a major center in taeosid wave of Indian urbanization in the sixth cenBC, and
served as the chief city of the kingdom of MalwaAwanti. Further east, the kingdom of Chedi lieBandelkhand.

15@EBestablishing the Maurya Empire (1500 to 185 BGihich
included all of modern-day Madhya Pradesh. Kingdkst’s wife was said to come from Vidisha - a tovamth of today's
Bhopal. The Maurya Empire went into decline aftee death of Ashoka, and Central India was conteatedng the
Sakas, Kushanas, and local dynasties during théo3tdt centuries BCE. Ujjain emerged as the prédam commercial
center of western India from the first century BA&gcated on the trade routes between the Gangés g@ha India's
Arabian Sea ports. It was also an important Hindd Buddhist center. The Satavahana dynasty of dhern Deccan

and the Saka dynasty of the Western Satraps fdagtiie control of Madhya Pradesh during the 1S8rtbcenturies CE.

The south Indian king Gautamiputra Satakarni ofSatavahana dynasty inflicted a crushing defeah tipe saka
rulers and conquered parts of Malwa and Gujar#tér2nd century CE. [1]

Northern India was conquered by the Gupta Empiteémth and 5th centuries, which was India's Sitad age".
The Vakataka dynasty was the southern neighbotiseoGuptas, ruling the northern Deccan plateau fiteemArabian Sea
to the Bay of Bengal.

The Medieval period saw the ris¢hefRajput clans,
including the Paramaras of Malwa and the ChandelaBundelkhand. The Paramara king Bhoj (c. 10109)06as a
brilliant polymath and prolific writer. The Chandsl created the temple city of Khajuraho betwee®56. and c. 1050.
Gond kingdoms emerged in Gondwana and Mahakoslmath&n Madhya Pradesh was conquered by the T&lbi
Sultanate in the 13th century. After the collapbthe Delhi Sultanate at the end of the 14th cepntiudependent regional
kingdoms reemerged, including the Tomara Rajpugdiam of Gwalior and the Muslim Sultanate of Malwath its

capital at Mandu. The Malwa Sultanate was conquiyettie Sultanate of Gujarat in 1531.

Most of Madhya Pradesh came under Mughal rule duhe reign of the emperor Akbar (1556—-1605). Gaantav

and Mahakoshal remained under the control of Gdndsk who acknowledged Mughal supremacy but enjoyedal
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autonomy. After the death of the Mughal emperorafagzeb in 1707 Mughal control began to weaken,thedVarathas
began to expand from their base in central MahatasBetween 1720 and 1760 the Marathas took coofrmost of
Madhya Pradesh, and Maratha clans were establsdmittautonomous states under the nominal contrtheMaratha
Peshwa. The Holkars of Indore ruled much of Malarad the Bhonsles of Nagpur dominated MahakoshaGordiwana
as well as Vidarbha in Maharashtra. Jhansi wasdedrby a Maratha general. Bhopal was ruled by aliMudynasty
descended from the Afghan General Dost Mohammea KHaratha expansion was checked at the Third éaftPanipat
in 1761.

The British were expanding their Indian dominionsni bases in Bengal, Bombay, and Madras, and tlee th
Anglo-Maratha Wars were fought between 1775 and18he Third Anglo-Maratha War left the British sape in India.
Most of Madhya Pradesh, including the large stafdadore, Bhopal, Nagpur, Rewa, and dozens of lemsfates, became
princely states of British India, and the Mahakdstegion became a British province, the Saugor &letbudda
Territories. In 1853 the British annexed the stateNagpur, which included southeastern Madhya Ftadeastern
Maharashtra and most of Chhattisgarh, which wensbioed with the Saugor and Nerbudda Territoriefotm the Central
Provinces in 1861. The princely states of northdathya Pradesh were governed by the Central Ingengy.

After Indian Independence

Madhya Pradesh was created in 1950 from the foBrniésh Central Provinces and Berar and the prinsthtes
of Makrai and Chhattisgarh, with Nagpur as the tzhmf the state. The new states of Madhya Bhafiatjhya Pradesh,
and Bhopal were formed out of the Central India dge In 1956, the states of Madhya Bharat, VindRyadesh, and
Bhopal were merged into Madhya Pradesh, and thathisspeaking southern region Vidarbha, which ideldi Nagpur,
was ceded to Bombay state.

Miyan Tansen, born in Behat, trained in music ah§¥@van, served Raja Ramchandra Waghela of Bandirawg
and then went to Agra under the patronage of Aklmexponent of the Hindustani classical musicsughd style, he was
counted among the Nine Jewels of the Royal Coudtérahe death of Tansen in Fatehpur Sikri and atén in Agra, his
ashes were buried in Gwalior. In remembrance efdhiist there is a tomb constructed in Gwaliotechthe Tansen Tomb.

Tansen Festival started in the 1930s. At presetistsaafrom all over the country come to perfornthe festival.
